Bu arastirmada, ilkokul sosyal bilgiler dersinde ters yiiz 0grenme modelinin, ogrencilerin finansal
tutumlarima ve bilgi diizeylerine etkisinin incelenmesi amaclanmistir. Arastirma nicel yontemler
arastirmasi olarak tasarlanmis olup ontest-sontest kontrol gruplu yari deneysel desen kullanilmistir.
Aragtirmanin ¢alisma grubu, uygun érnekleme yontemi ile belirlenen deviet okulunda 4. sinifta 6grenim
goren 45 dgrenci olugturmaktadir. Arastirmada veri toplama araci olarak Kilcan ve Ergiir (2019)
tarafindan gelistivilen “Finansal Tutum Olcegi” ve arastirmact tarafindan gelistirilen “Finansal
Okuryazarhk Bilgi Diizeyi Olcegi” kullanimistir. Arastirmada 6lgekler deney ve kontrol grubundaki
ogrencilere ontest olarak uygulanmistir. Ontest sonrasinda deney grubunda sosyal bilgiler dersi, ters yiiz
ogrene modeline uygun olarak hazirlanan ders planlari ile arastirmaci tarafindan yiiriitiiliirken, kontrol
grubunda Sosyal Bilgiler dersi sinif 6gretmeni tarafindan var olan normal siirece gore yiiriitiilmiistiir. 5
haftalik uygulama siirecinin sonunda deney ve kontrol gruplarina sontest uygulanmistir. Arastirmada
toplanan verilerin analizinde ise karisik 6l¢timler icin iki faktorlii ANOVA kullamilmistir. Arastrmaya
iliskin bulgular incelendiginde, ters yiiz 6grenme modelinin, finansal tutum ve bilgi diizeyini artirmada, var
olan siirece gore iglenen Sosyal Bilgiler dersinden daha basarili oldugu, deney grubu égrencilerinin
finansal tutum ve bilgi diizeylerinin, kontrol grubundaki 6grencilerin finansal tutum ve bilgi diizeylerine
gore daha fazla arttigi sonucuna ulagilmigtir.
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Abstract

In this study, it was aimed to examine in primary school Social Studies the effect of financial attitudes and
knowledge levels by flipped learning model on the students in primary course. The research was designed
as a quantitative method and used a quasi-experimental design with a control group with pretest-posttest.
The study group for the research consists of 45 students studying in the 4th grade at the public school, as
determined by the convenient sampling method. In the research, "Financial Attitude Scale” and "Financial
Literacy Knowledge Level” developed by Kilcan and Ergiir (2019) were used as data collection tools and
the scales were applied to the students in the experimental and control groups as a pre-test. Following the
pretest, the researcher taught the Social Studies course in the experimental group using lesson plans
prepared in accordance with the flipped learning model, while the teacher taught the Social Studies course
in the control group using the normal classroom process. At the end of the 5-week implementation period,
the posttest was applied to the experimental and control groups. In the analysis of the data collected in the
study, two-factor ANOVA was used for mixed measurements. Finally, the results were compared between
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
