Bu arastrmanin amaci, ortaokul &grencilerinin iklim degisikligi kavramina ydnelik algilarini metaforlar
araciligiyla ortaya ¢ikarmaktir. Bu amagla ogrencilerin iklim degisikligi kavramina iliskin gelistirdikleri
metaforlar ve ¢izimleri (vesim, karikatiir vs.) incelenmistir. Katilimcilardan "iklim degisikligi ........ benzer;
clinkii... ... " ctimlelerini tamamlamalart ve iklim degisikligi kavramuyla ilgili bir ¢izim yapmalari istenmigtir. Nitel
arastirma deseninde ger¢eklestirilen arastirmanmin ¢alisma grubunu 2021- 2022 egitim égretim yilinda Malatya
ve Sanlwrfa illerinde 6grenim goren 213 ortaokul égrencisi olusturmustur. Bu 6grencilerden 94"ii Malatya, 119'u
Sanlwrfa ilinden olup, 52'si 5. suif, 60" 6.suf, 51'i 7. simif ve 50'si 8. simiftir. Katilimcilardan elde edilen verilerin
¢oziimlenmesinde ve yorumlanmasinda icerik analizi kullanilmistir. Arastirma sonucunda ortaokul 6grencilerinin
iklim degisikligi kavramini hangi metaforlarla ifade ettikleri belirlenmistir. Iklim degisikligi kavramiyla ilgili
metafor ifadeleri esas alinarak ortaya koyduklari bakis agilarina ve benzerliklerine gore kategorize edilmistir ve
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6 farkli kavramsal kategori belirlenmigstir. Bu kavramsal kategoriler: "dogal afet olarak iklim degisikligi", "sonug
olarak iklim degisikligi", "korku olarak iklim degisikligi", "his/duygu olarak iklim degisikligi", "somut olarak iklim
degisikligi” ve "onlem olarak iklim degisikligi" olarak belirlenmigtir. Arastirma sonucunda ortaokul égrencilerin
iklim degisikligi kavramina yonelik algilarinin genel olarak bilimsel bilgilerle benzerlik gosterdigi goriilmiistiir.
Ancak iiretilen kelimelere bakildiginda genel olarak iklim degisikliginin sonucglarinmin én plana ¢ikarildigi

goriilmektedir. Ayrica arastirma sonuglarina dayali olarak dneriler sunulmugtur.

Abstract

The aim of this study is to examine, by applying metaphors, how secondary school students understand the notion
of climate change. Metaphors and artwork (paintings, cartoons, etc.) created by students around the idea of
climate change were looked at for this reason. "Climate change........ similar; because......" and to create a graphic
illustrating the idea of climate change. The study group for the research, which was carried out in a qualitative
research design, consisted of 213 secondary school students studying in the provinces of Malatya and Sanlurfa
in the 2021-2022 academic year. 94 of these students are from Malatya, and 119 are from Sanlwrfa; 52 are in
fifth grade, 60 in sixth grade, 51 in seventh grade, and 50 in eighth grade. Content analysis was used to analyze
and interpret the data obtained from the participants. As a result of the research, it was determined with which
metaphors secondary school students expressed the concept of climate change. Six alternative conceptual
categories were established based on the metaphorical phrases related to the notion of climate change and were
compared for views and similarity. Climate change as a natural calamity, climate change as a result, climate
change as fear, climate change as a feeling or emotion, climate change in tangible terms, and climate change as
a precaution were identified as these conceptual categories. The study's findings revealed that secondary school
students' attitudes on the idea of climate change were typically consistent with their scientific knowledge. But upon
