Bu ¢aligmada Tarihsel ipek Yolu’nun gelisiminde ve giiniimiizde yeniden canlandirilmaya galisilan ipek Yolu
projelerinde Afganistan cografyasinin rolii incelenmektedir. Orta Asya, Hindistan ve Ortadogu cografyasinin
kesisim noktasinda yer alan Afganistan Ipek Yolu’nun en stratejik noktalarindan birini teskil etmektedir.
Giiniimiizden nerdeyse giiniimiizden 5000 sene Once baglayan ticaretle birlikte ¢cok sayida ulus bu ticari aga
katilmislardir. Ipegin icadinda sonra bu degerli iiriinii elde etmek amaciyla Tiirkler, iranlilar ve Romalilar, Cinli
iireticilerle dogrudan bag kurabilmek icin ¢aba sarf etmislerdir. Afganistan bu miicadelenin odak noktasinda
olmustur. Bu ticari yollara hakim olabilmek icin Kusanlar, Yiiegiler, Cinliler, Tiirkler, Iranlilar ve Roma tacirleri
bu ticarette belirli bir strateji izlemisler ve bu biiylik gligler arasindaki kavgada Afganistan daima merkez bir
noktada yer almistir. Giiniimiizde de yeniden canlandirilmaya galisilan Ipek Yolu projelerinden Afganistan bir kez

daha kilit bir rol oynamak tizeredir.
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Abstract

This article has examined the role of Afghanistan’s geographical location in the development of the Historical Silk
Road which is currently being revived. Located at the intersection of Central Asia, India, and the Middle East,
Afghanistan is one of the most strategic points of the Silk Road. With the trade that started almost 5,000 years ago,
many nations have joined this network. After the invention of silk, countries like Turkey, Iran, and Rome made
efforts to establish direct ties with the Chinese manufactures in order to obtain this valuable product. Afghanistan
was at the center of these struggles. In order to dominate these trade routes, Kushany, Yuezhi, Chinese, Turks,

Iranians and Roman merchants followed a certain strategy in this trade and Afghanistan was always at the center
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
